1 Peter 3:5 Who put their hope in God (OR Who used to make themselves beautiful)? (They, the) Holy women of the past 

1 Peter 3:5 What did the holy women of the past put in God? (Their) Hope 

1 Peter 3:5 In whom did the holy women of the past put their hope? (In) God 

1 Peter 3:5 What did the holy women of the past make themselves (used to make themselves)? Beautiful

1 Peter 4:9 To whom offer hospitality? (To) One another 

1 Peter 4:10 Who should use (whatever gift he has received)? Each one 

1 Peter 4:10 What should each one use? Whatever gift he has received 

1 Peter 4:10 How should each one use whatever gift he has received (Why)? To serve others, faithfully administering God‘s grace in its various forms 

1 Peter 4:11 If what should he do it as one speaking the very words of God? (If) Anyone speaks (*FF* As what/whom/how…) 

1 Peter 4:11 If what should he do it with the strength God provides? (If) Anyone serves (*FF* With what…) 

1 Peter 4:11 Who provides (OR Who may be praised)? God 

1 Peter 4:11 Why should he do it with the strength God provides if anyone serves? So that in all things God may be praised through Jesus Christ 

1 Peter 4:11 In what may God be praised (When/How)? (In) All things (*FF* What may God be?) 

1 Peter 4:11 Through whom may God be praised (to him be the glory and the power)? (Through him) Jesus Christ 

1 Peter 4:11 What be to him for ever and ever (Jesus Christ for ever and ever? (The) Glory and (the) power 

1 Peter 4:12 Who do not be surprised? Dear friends 

1 Peter 4:12 Do not what? Be surprised at the painful trial you are suffering as though something strange were happening to dyou (*FF* At what…/What are you suffering?/As though what…) 

1 Peter 4:13 Why rejoice? That you participate in the sufferings of Christ so that you may be overjoyed when his glory is revealed (*FF* Why do you participate…) 

1 Peter 4:13 In what do you participate? (In the) Sufferings of Christ 

1 Peter 4:13 What may you be? Overjoyed 

1 Peter 4:13 When may you be overjoyed? When his glory is revealed 

1 Peter 4:14 If what are you blessed? (If) you are insulted because of the name of Christ (*FF* What are you…) 

1 Peter 4:14 Why are you blessed if you are insulted because of the name of Christ? For the Spirit of glory and of God rests on you 

1 Peter 4:14 Who rests on you? (The) Spirit of glory and of God 

1 Peter 4:15 If what should it not be as a murderer or thief or any other kind of criminal, or even as a meddler? (If) You suffer (*FF* As what…) 

1 Peter 4:16 If what do not be ashamed but praise God? If you suffer as a Christian (*FF* Do not what…) 

1 Peter 4:16 Praise whom if you suffer as a Christian? (Praise) God 

1 Peter 4:16 Why praise God if you suffer as a Christian? That you bear that name (―Christian‖) OR (If) You suffer as a Christian 

1 Peter 4:16 What do you bear? That name OR ―Christian‖ 

1 Peter 4:19 Who should commit themselves to their faithful Creator and continue to do good? Those who suffer according to God's will 

1 Peter 4:19 To whom should those who suffer according to God's will commit themselves? (To) Their faithful Creator 

1 Peter 4:19 What should those who suffer according to God‘s will continue to do? Good (*FF* According to what…) 

1 Peter 5:1 As what do I appeal (Whom/How)? (As a) Fellow elder, (a) witness of Christ‘s sufferings and one who (also) will share in the glory (to be revealed) 

1 Peter 5:1 To whom do I appeal (What)? (The) Elders among you 

1 Peter 5:2 Be what of God‘s flock that is under your care, serving as overseers? Shepherds (*FF* Of what…/Serving as what…/Under what…/What is under…) 

1 Peter 5:2 Why be shepherds of God's flock that is under your care, serving as over seers? Not because you must OR Because you are willing 

1 Peter 5:2 Who wants you to be (willing, not greedy for money but eager to serve)? God 

1 Peter 5:2 What are you (OR What does God want you to be)? Willing OR Not greedy for money, OR Eager to serve 

1 Peter 5:2 How are you willing? As God wants you to be, not greedy for money, (but) eager to serve 

1 Peter 5:4 When will you receive the crown of glory? When the Chief Shepherd appears 

1 Peter 5:4 What will you receive (OR What will never fade away)? (The) Crown of glory 

1 Peter 5:4 When will the crown of glory fade away? Never 

1 Peter 5:5 Who be submissive? Young men 

1 Peter 5:5 In what be submissive (How)? (In the) Same way 

1 Peter 5:5 To whom be submissive (young men)? (To) Those who are older 

1 Peter 5:5 Be what (young men)? (Be) Submissive 

1 Peter 5:5 What are those (be submissive to)? Older 

1 Peter 5:5 Who clothe yourselves? All of you 

1 Peter 5:5 With what clothe yourselves (all of you)? (With) Humility toward one another 

1 Peter 5:5 Why clothe yourselves with humility toward one another (all of you)? Because God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble 

1 Peter 5:5 Who opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble? God 

1 Peter 5:5 Whom does God oppose? (The) Proud 

1 Peter 5:5 What does God give to the humble? Grace 

1 Peter 5:5 To whom does God give grace (What)? (The) Humble 

1 Peter 5:6 Under what humble yourselves (How)? (Under) God's mighty hand 

1 Peter 5:6 Why humble yourselves (under God's mighty hand)? That he may lift you up in due time 

1 Peter 5:6 In what may he lift you up (When)? (In) Due time 

1 Peter 5:7 Cast what (on him)? (Cast) All your anxiety 

1 Peter 5:7 Why cast all your anxiety on him? Because he cares for you 

1 Peter 5:8 Be what? (Be) Self controlled and alert 

1 Peter 5:8 Who prowls around? Your enemy the devil 

1 Peter 5:8 How does your enemy the devil prowl around (Like what/Looking for what)? Like a roaring lion, looking for someone to devour 

1 Peter 5:9 How resist him? Standing firm in the faith 

1 Peter 5:9 Why resist him (standing firm in the faith)? Because you know that your brothers throughout the world are undergoing the same kind of sufferings 

1 Peter 5:9 What do you know (that)? Your brothers throughout the world are undergoing the same kind of sufferings (*FF* What are your brothers…/Throughout what…) 

1 Peter 5:9 Who are undergoing (the same kind of sufferings)? Your brothers throughout the world 

1 Peter 5:10 Who called you (OR Who will restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast)? (The) God of all grace (himself) 

1 Peter 5:10 To what did the God of all grace call you (Why)? (To) His eternal glory in Christ 

1 Peter 5:10 After what will the God of all grace restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast (himself; When)? (After) You have suffered a little while 

1 Peter 5:10 What will the God of all grace make you (himself; How)? Strong, firm and steadfast 

1 Peter 5:11 What be to him? (The) Power 

1 Peter 5:11 For what be power to him (the power to him; When)? (For) Ever and ever 

1 Peter 5:12 Whom do I regard as a faithful brother? Silas (*FF* As whom/what…) 

1 Peter 5:12 How have I written (to you; With what)? With the help of Silas OR Briefly, encouraging you and testifying that this is the true grace of God 

1 Peter 5:12 What is this? (It, the) True grace of God (*FF* What is the true…) 

1 Peter 5:12 How stand in it (the true grace of God)? (Stand) Fast 

1 Peter 5:13 In where is she? (In) Babylon 

1 Peter 5:13 What does she who is in Babylon send you (OR What does my son Mark send)? (Her) Greetings 

1 Peter 5:13 Who sends you greetings (her greetings)? She who is in Babylon OR My son Mark 

1 Peter 5:14 Greet whom? (Greet) One another 

1 Peter 5:14 With what greet one another? (With a) Kiss of love 

1 Peter 5:14 Peace to whom? (Peace to) All of you who are in Christ (*FF* In whom…) 

1 Peter 5:14 Who are in Christ? All of you
